At BGC South Coast BC (BGC), we believe 
that every kid is amazing.

Club Membership 
and Fees
• Membership year runs from Sept 1 to

Aug 31 and gives access to drop-in Club
programs every regular school day.

• The cost of a Club Membership is
$1,200/year.

• Youth Membership is $10/year.

• Payment plans are available to
meet the needs of the family,
and can be made by credit
card (on-line), cash, cheque, or
via e-transfer.

• At BGC, we believe that every
child and youth who wants to
go to the Club should get to.
Families pay what they can
when they register.

What We Offer
• BGC has 11 neighbourhood-based

Clubs, where professional staff and
trained volunteers offer programs for
kids and youth during the critical
out-of-school hours.

• After School Drop-In –
For Grades 1-7, kids choose to
participate in a variety of programs
offered daily, including cooking classes,
sports, and arts & crafts. Open areas
include a games room, multi-purpose
room, and homework area that allows
for supervised free play and
self-directed activities. A healthy snack
is available each day.

• Preteen/Youth Drop-In –
Available after school and evenings.
These programs are specifically
designed for an older age group and
includes dinner programs, movies
nights, social recreation activities, skill
building, leadership opportunities and
academic support.

• Day Camps –
All the BGC fun available for
pre-registration during school breaks
and Pro-D days! Available to non-Club
Members as well, families do not need
to live close to a Club to register.
